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ARTICLE | NAME OF ORGANIZATION
Section 1 The name of this organization shall be the Family of Saint
Anthony (Hereinafter called the “Family”).

ARTICLE I PURPOSE OF ORGANIZATION

Section 1 The Family is dedicated to conducting business and cielebrat
concerning the annual Saint Ubaldo Festival and other functions the gnoujtsa
members may perform in the continuing celebration of Saint Ubatédo Which is held

in Jessup, Pennsylvania. An additional objective is to support a relaiagdrafit
Corporation, the Saint Ubaldo Society, a Nonprofit Corporation established under Section
501 (c) 3 of the Internal Revenue Code.

ARTICLE IlI LABELS

Section 1 All labels and insignias of the Family will becomeenaarked
and will be recognized by the units and auxiliaries of the Faamid shall become
official emblems of the organization and will be a part of thematon of the
aforementioned traditions.

ARTICLE IV JURISDICTION
Section 1 The jurisdiction of the Family shall be over all authdrinesiness
and celebrations specifically organized by the Family and its members.

Section 2 All sanctioned activities performed by Family memiveasnd for
the Family will be under the jurisdiction of the Family.

Section 3 It is conceded to the Family and its members the togimake
necessary by-laws and agreements for the association gowernvhech do not conflict
with the Constitution of the United States or its political subdimsj and the
Constitution and by-laws of the St. Ubaldo Society.

ARTICLE V Officers

Section 1 The officers of the Family shall consist of the falhowpersons:

President, Vice-President, Treasurer, Recording Secretargede-at-Arms, together
with up to three (3) Executive Officers and the Capodieci (honaapiain) a Board of
Directors shall be formed.

a. In the event the selected Capodieci currently holds the position
of President, Vice-President, Treasurer, Recording Secretary,
Sergeant-at-Arms, or any of the other three (3) elected
Executive Officers, a special election will be held to ebatt
additional Executive Officer.

Section 2 Vacancy in the office of the President shall belflile the Vice-

President for the unexpired term. The Board of Directors peea meeting will fill all
other vacancies.
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Section 3 The officers shall be elected to a one (1) year term.

Section 4 Any officer may resign his office at any timemnfite presentation
of a written resignation to the Board of Directors.

ARTICLE VI PRESIDENT

Section 1 It shall be the duty of the President of the Famifyreside at all
meetings of the Family and conduct the same according to thevby+i#ual, and good
common sense.

Section 2 The President shall, by virtue of said office, represent theyFamil
all meetings and functions of the Family. The president slsallrapresent the Family at
all other functions deemed necessary by the membership.

Section 3 The President shall sign all orders on the Treasutyef@alyment
of such monies as are legally authorized by the membership.

Section 4 The President shall render decisions when required and endeavor
to adjust matters of dispute, but all such decisions shall be stdj@gpeal to the Board
of Directors except where specifically limited by the Constitution.

Section 5 The President shall be ex-officio of all committees.
Section 6 The President shall have the authority to call spe@atings

whenever the President deems necessary, provided majority apprawa Bbard of
Directors has been received and that all members of the Board have beed.notifi

Section 7 The President may change the date of the reguladukadhe
meetings provided majority approval of the Board of Directors has been kceive
ARTIVLE VII VICE-PRESIDENT

Section 1 The duties of the Vice-President (VP) shall be totatdses

President, to perform work assigned to the VP by the Presiddrtbachair meetings in
the absence of the President.

Section 2 The VP may be delegated by the President to act Bretfident’s
behalf in any manner whenever the President deems it necessary or proper.
Section 3 The VP shall fill the office of the President for thexpimed term
upon termination of the President’s tenure.

ARTIVLE VI RECORDING SECRETARY

Section 1 The Recording Secretary (RS) shall be furnished wébeaial

seal which shall be affixed to all correspondence and official documents.

Section 2 The RS shall keep a true and accurate account ofallitiens,
motions and general business of the Family at all meetings amrpeahy other duties
special or otherwise, that may develop upon the RS by action of the Family.

Section 3 The RS shall keep a correct listing of all address®selephone
numbers of the Board of Directors and members in good standing of the Family.

Section 4 The RS shall keep a listing of all documents and commangat
issued from the office of the RS.

Section 5 The RS shall record any disciplinary action taken on eremb
approved by the Board of Directors.

Section 6 The RS shall keep a register upon which all Board o€tbise
shall affix upon their signatures at the “Swearing In” Ceremony.

Section 7 The RS shall make a report of the minutes of the previeeting
and in the event that the RS shall not be in attendance, the R8easint to the VP, in
ample time, the official report and the VP will then read the report at the eeting

ARTIVLE IX TREASURER
Section 1 The Treasurer shall record and receipt for all moeresgted at
the close of the meeting.

Section 2 The Treasurer shall pay all bills on vouchers presenkaa tand
approved by the membership.

Section 3 The Treasurer shall deposit all monies in a bank desidgnatbe
Board of Directors and work with any Special Committees appointed.

Section 4 The Treasurer shall keep a true record of all moaegairtion of
the Family.
Section 5 The Treasurer shall keep a correct account of all mecesed

or disbursed by order of the Family.

Section 6 The Treasurer shall make a report of the finaocraition of the
Family, that reflects monthly deposits and disbursements iggailar meeting and in the
event the Treasurer is not in attendance at said meetingsietasuiier must present the
report, in ample time, to a member of the Board of Directors, wiiathen read the
report at the next meeting. A final Annual Report of the Fashigll be presented to the
body at a duly authorized meeting, no later than three (3) monthgtedtelose of the
fiscal year, for the previous fiscal year.

Section 7 The Treasurer shall pay all bills by traceabléadeaind not prior
to receiving documentation of such request, as appropriate.
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Section 8 The Treasurer shall be bonded for all liquid assets.
ARTICLE X SERGEANT AT ARMS
Section 1 The Sergeant at Arms (SA) shall keep order at atingeeThe

SA shall notify the President of lack of order and seek that order be restorecbbgyhe

Section 2 The SA shall keep a “sign in” register for the purpbsecording
membership attendance at all regular meetings.

Section 3 The SA shall keep a report of the attendance ansseting and
in the event that the SA shall not be in attendance, the R8egill a record of the “sign
in” sheet.

ARTICLE XI EXECUTIVE OFFICERS

Section 1 The Executive Officers (EO) shall consist of up to it®eelected
representatives from the Family.

Section 2 The EO shall participate in any and all business conductaeé b
Family.

ARTICLE XIlI CAPODIECI (Honorary Captain)

Section 1 The Capodieci shall consist of a person who has carrisththe

of Saint Anthony for no less than five (5) years in the annual Séialdo Day Festival
held in Jessup, Pennsylvania, and be a member in good standing of tlyealRdithe St.
Ubaldo Society.

Section 2 The Capodieci shall participate in any and all business ¢etduc
by the Family.
Section 3 Duties of the Capodieci are to chair the Course Comifattéee

Annual Saint Ubaldo Day Festival, to direct and participate inard all sanctioned
events, practices, or other functions required by the body, and to thelddatchet Man
and participants to carry out the part of the Ceri, including the vase.

ARTICLE XIII BOARD OF DIRECTORS
Section 1 The Board of Directors (BOD) shall have full disoretry power
over all things pertaining to the Family, including conflicts and operation of bgsines

Section 2 The BOD shall regulate all insignias, designs and teallerof
the Family and may install rules and regulations, as thew deeessary to prevent the
abusive use of such insignias, design and trademarks.

Section 3 The BOD shall transact such business as referredbto tie
Family and its members and in the interim from the last to the followingmgeet
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Section 4 The BOD shall attest to the annual financial repdhieof reasurer
to the level deemed necessary within three (3) months followagnd of the fiscal year,
for the previous fiscal year.

Section 5 It shall be the responsibility of the BOD to providegards for
all elections.
Section 6 The BOD upon petition of ten (10) or more members may call a

special meeting of the BODs in good standing. The petition shakioaothte reason for
such meeting.

Section 7 The BOD has the power to remove any Officer of thelyFarom
office for just cause provided the Board hold a hearing with ample notice oftstdgas
(7) business days. Full Members shall be notified in writing abdatime, place and
nature of said meeting. Final disposition of the aforementionézkoffill be conducted
by a vote of the Full Members of the Family at a regular meeting.

ARTICLE XIV MEETINGS

Sectionl Majority of the members of the BOD shall constitutpi@um
sufficient to conduct any or all Family business as long ameathbers of the BOD have
been notified of the meeting or it is a regularly scheduled meeting.

Section 2 BOD members are required to attend all regularmgsettull and
Social members are requested to attend .

Section 3 Members must sign the register upon entering the meeting hall.

Section 4 Meetings will be called and held by the President onsia ba
considered necessary, no less frequent than bi-monthly.

Section 5 No scheduled meeting may be cancelled unless due to dire
emergency, approved by a majority of the BOD, or if a quorumoispresent within
thirty (30) minutes following the announced time of the meeting.

Section 6 The presiding officer shall have complete authority to comigieict
meeting. The chair shall be taken by the seniority of offieexdisted in Article V,
Section 1.

Section 7 The reading of the minutes may be waived for just dause
membership vote.

Section 8 The minutes must be voted upon and approved by the membership
and must be opened for discussion as old business.

Section 9 The President shall take the chair at all regulatimye and shall
immediately call the meeting to order at the posted time.
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Section 10 The President shall have the right to order any mémperform
duties of the chair but that order shall not extend beyond adjournment.

Section 11 Any member desiring to address the meeting shedl Ings/her
hand. The chair shall announce his/her name and the member may proceed.

Section 12 No member shall speak for more than five (5) minutes adhtesha
confined to the business at hand unless the floor has been cleared for new business.

Section 13 Voting on regular order of business shall be by a voice vassunl
any member of the BOD requests a secret vote. Full Membersligible to vote on
business pertaining to the St. Ubaldo Society. All membersdimg Social members are
eligible to vote on business pertaining to the Family of Saint Anthony only.

Section 14 Voting on any other business shall be as set forth in this
Constitution and By-Laws of the Family.

Section 15 The chair must use discretion and good common sense in
transacting Family business and must not allow the meeting to become diysorder

ARTICLE XV ELIGIBILITY FOR ELECTIONS
Section 1 Any Full Member in good standing of the Family may iggbkd
to be elected to office.

a. A Full Member in good standing is a member that has paid
their Full Membership annual dues and is executing their
membership by honoring fully the Family’s Constitution and
By-Laws. In addition, a Full Member in good standing has the
right to participate in any and functions of both the Family and
the St. Ubaldo Society.

b. Only a Full Member in good standing shall be eligible to be
elected, hold office (including the office of Capodieci), within
the Family and participate in the governance of the Famdy (
vote during elections) provided the member was present at
60% of all regular meetings in a 24-month period prior to the
nomination meeting. A maximum of three work sessions and
/or individual projects can be substituted each year for an
aforementioned meeting, as approved by the BOD.

Section 2 No member shall be nominated for the office unless the mambe
present at the meeting in which nominations take place or the méraberubmitted a
written voucher that he will accept the nomination if so nominated.

Section 3 No member shall hold nomination to more than one (1) elected
office in any election of officers.
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ARTICLE XVI NOMINATION AND ELECTIONS
Section 1 The nomination of officers will occur within the first geladf the
fiscal year at the regular meeting place.

Section 2 The election of officers will occur at the next meetihghe
regular meeting place.

Section 3 a. A majority of all valid votes cast is necessawiriaan election
for the President, VP, RS, Treasurer, SA, and Capodieci.

b. A plurality of the ballots cast will decide up to three (3)
executive officer positions.

Section 4 If any candidate does not receive a majority vote, then the
members in good standing at the next regular meeting shall vote upon thatloffece a

Section 5 All officers elected shall be sworn in by a publictfiat the first
meeting after said elections are completed.

Section 6 Elections shall be done by a secret ballot.

Section 7 The President shall appoint one judge of election and ters tell
who will conduct the balloting in accordance with the Constitution antldys of the
Family.

Section 8 Each member shall sign for the ballot at the time it is given.

Section 9 Official ballots shall be marked or of certain color tisat
counterfeit of ineligible ballots be readily noticed and forfeited.

Section 10 Ballots, tallies, and other pertinent records used inlgbgoe
process shall be kept on file with the RS for a period of one year.

Section 11 Only the winners of the election will be announced so as not to
embarrass the loser(s). Ballots, tallies and other pertineotd® may be viewed by
losers upon request.

Section 12 Absentee or mail balloting is disallowed.

Section 13 The RS shall furnish a list indicating those members who a
eligible to vote to the BOD no less than 14 days prior to the election.

Section 14 A protest of the conduct and validity of any Familytieleshall

be filed with the BOD immediately following the results of #lection. If the BOD’s
decision fails to receive a 2/3 vote, the protesting member slayoa a vote by the
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membership present at the next regular meeting, whose decisimalidate the election
will be final.

Section 15 A protest as to the eligibility of a member for effit the Family
shall be made to the BOD immediately after nominations. The Bedrdender a
decision that will be final and binding. There will be no final appeal.

ARTICLE XVII GENERAL LAWS AND RULES

Section 1 Officers missing more than three (3) consecutive remaetings
and not exceeding (6) meetings during the term year will beoved from office,
provided the officer does not tender a legitimate excuse. (Sicldesgh, in the family, or
work).

Section 2 Any circumstances that may arise may be refeorédet BOD
unless expressly covered by the Constitution.

Section 3 When all the requirements of this constitution have been cdmplie
with, the RS shall direct the Membership Director, or adthasviembership Director, to
enter the name, addresses, membership type and telephone numbenseofitzrs and
applicants into the roll book.

Section 4 Names of members not in good standing with the Faraijybe
brought before the BOD for action on suspensions or other disciplinary action.

Section 5 No paper, document or communication issued by the Family shall
be considered valid or official unless it bears the official eeé#the Family and is signed
by the President or VP (when applicable) and RS.

Section 6 A rules and bylaws committee shall be appointed by @2 B
every three (3) years in the month of January to review theyr@wonstitution and By-
Laws. Recommended changes and additions shall be submitted to the sh@maera
regular meeting for appropriate action.

Section 7 Any officer or member of the Family or affiliateatdy who shall
refuse to turn over the books, bills, receipts, vouchers, or otheryFaraperty when a
proper request, either verbal or otherwise, has been made upon him#&teall a@estroy
any of the aforementioned, or shall obtain monies or benefits Ibg @ fraudulent
means, or shall misuse the funds of the Family, or any &filibody may be tried in
accordance with the Constitution and may be suspended or otherwipdirgidcby the
Board of Directors. A said officer or member shall be disgedlifrom holding any
office or represent the Family or its members in anyacéy, provided, however, that
exceptions or modifications to such disqualification may be madeebBOD where it is
determined that unintentional mistakes or errors were made and notomt#efraud the
Family is evident.
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Section 8 The Family shall not be responsible for any actions, tesstjvor
admissions of any of its membership or affiliated bodies or teeiresentatives unless
the same were authorized by the Family.

Section 9 The funds or property of the Family may not be divided yn an
manner among the members individually or collectively, it shatlaie the property of
the Family.

Section 10 Upon dissolution of the Family, assets shall be distribmtexhé

or more exempt purposes within the meaning of Section 501 (c) 4 of the Internal ®evenu
Code of 1954 as amended, or corresponding section of any future fedecaide, or

shall be distributed to the federal government, or to a stakecak government, for a
public purpose.

Section 11 Any member found guilty of discrimination against memdiers
the Family shall be disciplined, but not to include expulsion, unlessdved by the
membership. No person will be discriminated against on the basis of sexreack age,
or color.

Section 12 The President shall appoint a Membership Director, whikegi
all membership information and shall assist the RS and SA with all reports andseques

Section 13 These By-Laws shall not be suspended, amended, or repealed, in
whole or in part, or new laws added unless such proposal is submittedimg wo the
President at a regular meeting who shall then submit it tand@bership as a first
reading. It shall require approval by a majority of the mempeesent before further
consideration. Ten (10) members in good standing must sign such reques¢nfiers

must then be notified of such proposal before the following meeting. Mbkadment or
repeal must then be ratified by 2/3 of the members presetitisasecond meeting
provided there is at least a quorum present. Ratified By-Lawshamjes shall be given

to the St. Ubaldo Society and made publicly available on the Internet

ARTICLE XVIlI COMMITTEES
Section 1 There shall be no ad hock or standing committees.
Section 2 All committees shall be voluntary or by nomination and if

additional committee people are needed, the President shall themtappaimittee
people in fair and impartial manner.

Section 3 Upon establishment of committees, the President shallhieye c
the committee and establish an equitable time limit for the atisento conduct its
business.

ARTICLE XIX MEMBERSHIP

Section 1 Membership in the Family shall be limited to persons wéo a
presently, or have been associated or affiliated with the ngrofi the statue of Saint
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Anthony during the annual Saint Ubaldo Day Festival, held in Jessapsyeania.
Non-carriers are considered affiliated by offering support tarteebers that carry the
statue.

a. Full Membership shall include membership in the Family and
the St. Ubaldo Society. The Family shall forward annual dues
to the St. Ubaldo Society on behalf of the Full Member.

b. Social Membership will include only membership in the
Family of Saint Anthony. Membership in the St. Ubaldo
Society is not included.

Section 2 The annual membership term will be for August 1, to July 31 and
adult membership dues will be determined on an annual basis BpiheChild and/or
adolescent members under 18 years of age shall be free ofechandd and/or
adolescent members shall not have voting rights.
a. No Family events shall be planned during official St. Ubaldo
Society events so that members can attend the events of both
organizations.
b. All Family members are expected to attend or support the St.
Ubaldo Society activates, including but not limited to: social
activities, “Tavola Buona”, Race day cemetery prayers, parades,
Race day mass, “the Alzata”, Race day lunch, the
Race/Procession itself, and the children’s race.

Section 3 Any member may be brought before the BOD, upon petition of
twelve (12) members in good standing, for just cause. The pethiaihstate the reason
for the charges and the bad effect created by the member’s actions uponithe Fam

Section 4 Suspension may be levied by the Board by a 2/3 vote and must be
approved by a majority of the members present at the nextaregghieduled meeting.
Accused members may bring witnesses to testify on theidfbe accusers may also
bring witnesses to testify.

Section 5 The BOD may review the performances of the Fanfibeo and
remove them by a 2/3 vote for failure to perform their dutigey af fair and impartial
hearing.

ARTICLE XX BY-LAWS

Section 1 The order of business to be conducted at regular meetihige wi
as follows:

Section 2 The President, Treasurer and an appointee from the Oftice of
President shall be authorized to sign checks and two of the threguses are required
on all checks or withdrawals. The Appointee shall be a member ingjanding of the
Family and shall be approved by majority of the BOD.

Section 3 There will be no loans to members or other persons from any
group funds.

Section 4 All members are requested to respectfully listermieraber who
has the floor and to speak when the chair clears them to do so.

Section 5 All labor necessary to perform duties at Family functiounst be
chosen in a fair and equitable manner so that eventually all mgmbthe Family will
have performed their fair share of tasks.

Section 6 The Family will hereby assume ownership of all itdrat were
purchased for or created by the Family, including gifts to thmily or any of its
members as a result of being an officer or member of the Family or affiigoups.

Section 7 No assets of the Family shall be allowed to leavélyFaomtrol,
unless specifically authorized by the BOD.

Section 8 Race-day runner dress code shall be the traditionahdcesslors
of the Race in Gubbio, Italy. This currently includes; long sleske color black shirts
without markings (except the Capodieci shall wear the approved pagc his left breast
and the Hatchet Man shall wear a red shirt), long unmarked whites, p@ed neck
bandana and red waist sash. Bandanas may have markings if smadture and
approved in advance by the BOD. Of course, if appropriate dress isailatoée, then
substitutions are allowed, but members in good standing are expectedty and set a
good example (e.g. to run for office and Capodieci in particular).

Section 9 The Ceri shall not be decorated differently than the Race in Gubbio,
Italy or from approved decoration of the St. Ubaldo Society.

Section 10 Operation and running protocol of the Ceri by the Family c& Ra

day shall be consistent with the operation and running protocol of thdythe other
two saint families and the St. Ubaldo Society in general.
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
